Minutes of the December 6, 2006 meeting held at the Forney Museum, Denver:
The meeting was called to order at 7:34 pm by President Bill Rosenbach with 27 clubs represented. 

Legislative report:  Leo Boyle is on holiday this month. Harold Naber (VMCCA Pikes Peak) reported that the new edition of the “CRS, Vehicles and Traffic, Title 42 Common Code” (Bradford Publishing Company) states that a Colorado Identification Number (17 digit VIN) will not be issued to a vehicle that qualifies for Horseless Carriage plates (50+ yrs old). That vehicle should use the ID number stamped on its chassis or engine block if the chassis number is not visible. (This relates to Harold’s long running battle with a county clerk who required a modified Model A to register as a current year kit car. kh)  Also, the Year of Manufacture plate law requires the vehicle to be 1943 or older. Don Whissen (Model T club) suggested that perhaps that law needed to be modified to include the 50+ years old provision rather than the set date of 1943. 
Fred Criswell from the Ms. Wheelchair Colorado Program announced that their 2007 annual benefit car show will be held on April 14th from noon to 4:00pm at the infamous Hooker Senior Center location in Westminster (72nd and Hooker) . Entertainment provided by Crusin’ Dave with prizes, dash plaques, trophies and a grand prize of a trip for two to Las Vegas. Cost of $20 per car includes dinner for two served at 4:00pm. He also ask for nominations for the title of Ms. Wheelchair Colorado. The nominee must be a woman between the age of 21 & 59 who uses a chair or scooter for mobility. 303 393-8014.

Alan Eber (Model A club) inquired about room on the back of the cards for his picture. No motion was made. 
Harold Naber made a motion to grant free 2007 membership to a new Model A club with approx 30 members organizing in the Franktown area. He argued that these members were already paid members of existing Model A and VMCCA clubs that currently belong to the OCCC and thus are double billed. Much discussion ensued. Bill Miller (SAAC) pointed out that the motion would require a change in the constitution and that many of us are members of multiple OCCC member clubs. Others objected to granting free memberships. Harold withdrew his motion.
Dick Thompson reported on progress of the Cruise Colfax proposal. The date will most likely be on or around July 4, 2007. He has had recent contacts with a major sponsor, a media sponsor, and with city officials of both Aurora and Denver. All responses have been very positive. At the Jan meeting he will give a full presentation (media display) of the proposal and give an up to date progress report. Dick urges the reps to bring their presidents and interested club members to the Jan meeting where we can all discuss ideas regarding this event.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:34 pm.
