Minutes of the Old Car Council meeting of Sept. 6, 2006 held in Colorado Springs:
The meeting was brought to order at 7:40 pm by Pres.Bill Rosenbach. There were no guests or new representatives to introduce.  25 member clubs were represented.

Legislative report:  Leo Boyle was not present. However, VP Joe Baker read a synopsis of this year’s legislative activity for the record from a document that details  OCCC legislative activity from 1991 to 2002. Gary Canaday suggested that the entire document be published in the minutes and Bill Rosenbach so ordered. (The document is added to the minutes as an attachment rather than inserted here in the body. The document also appears on the OCCC/Legislature web page. kh). A discussion about emission standards was initiated.
Minutes:  The August minutes were accepted without amendment by a vote of the membership.

Treasurers report:  No data was available.
SEMA report: Joe Baker reported that his monthly SEMA update had not arrived.

Swap Meet report:  Shirley Zaner reported that she was still working on the numbers and does not have a full accounting of revenues. Preliminary numbers show that there were 961 paid admissions (vehicles) at the gate. Shirley presented a poster that represented occupied spaces in the building and outside and it appeared that only 50% were filled in both areas. In 2004 the spaces were nearly all taken. The car show had a 50% increase over last year. Shirley has nearly 1000 fliers left over this year. Jim Nielsen reported that the vendors that he talked to were happy with the turnout. Alan Eber initiated a discussion about current rental cost for the fairgrounds and the possibility of changing venues. He suggested that Shirley research the cost for Arapahoe County fairgrounds. The question of next year’s date was brought up – a short discussion ensued. Bill Rosenbach suggested that we keep the same date. Joe Baker made a motion to secure the Aug 27th date for next year, it was seconded and passed.
Shirley needs an assistant to help with the swap meet work load. Bill suggested that we make a serious effort to find someone from our clubs to help Shirley and learn how this event is organized before Shirley decides to retire. 

Website report:  Secretary Keith Hall reported that the new web site is nearly complete. He reported that in the last 30 days the site had 1081 visitors and 176 in the past 7 days. The latest addition is a sub-site, that is password protected under the Members Only tab, that contains the bylaws, archived meeting minutes, and anything else we can think of  that should be restricted to members business. The passwords are: occc ,  hobby. Please pass these to your club members and ask them not to give them out. The main site is now ready to advertise our sponsors ($100 annual fee) by using a rotating slide show window at the top of every page to display a business card size picture. The display will be custom made to the sponsor’s specifications.  In response to member concerns the web site will not contain any important information that has not been presented at a meeting and reported in the minutes (with the exception of photos, kh). Keith initiated a discussion about developing an official policy regarding security of our database containing contact information on OCCC member club officials. The current data base, maintained by the OCCC Secretary, contains the name, address, phone number and email address of each club president, representative(s) and newsletter editor, taken from the 2006 membership renewal applications. Because of the ease of accessing and exchanging electronic data, especially email addresses, some believe that a policy must be put in place to protect OCCC members from junk mail (spam), yet the policy must allow and facilitate communication between club members. After some discussion (3 or 4 taking part) is was the general consensus that, for the time being, the secretary should keep control of all mail lists while making them available for member clubs to announce events directly to all or to specific clubs by forwarding information through the mail lists. This will allow an elected OCCC official to screen out any potential junk advertising and protect the security of our lists. (Please submit your thoughts on this issue to the secretary and I will bring up this issue again at a future meeting before any vote on policy is make. kh).  
Old Business:  Jim Nielsen reminds everyone that we needs to be recruiting new members. Bill Rosenbach suggested the OCCC print business cards that everyone could hand out.
New business: The president reminded us that nominations for next year’s officers will begin next month at the October meeting. (Elections will take place at the December meeting. kh). 

Colfax Cruise report:  Gary Canady reports that a meeting was held at the Colfax Marathon offices with Mike Collins and Dave Walstrom (Gary, Dick Thompson & Keith Hall attending).  Mike and Dave continue to show interest in our idea and suggested that we write a 1-page proposal for the cruise and contact local officials involved in the Golden event. They would then introduce us to their local contacts and continue to advise us. Gary and Keith produced the proposal that has been forwarded to Mike. Keith contacted the City of Golden and spoke with a city official and the Golden Supercruise (held the first Sat of every month during the summer) event manager. The proposal states that we plan an event that would be focused on certain business communities (to be determined) on Colfax Ave. where the individual businesses and one or more of our member clubs would organize an event in their parking lot for the members to display their vehicles. Spectators would then circulate between events to view the displays. No organized drive or parade would take place which would require traffic diversions or extra police enforcement. The OCCC will act as a facilitator in matching the business and car club partners. More meetings are planned for this month to recruit business partners. The proposed date is the Sat evening (5-9 pm) before the Colfax marathon Sunday May 20.

LOBBYIST AND LEGISLATIVE ISSUES OF THE OLD CAR COUNCIL
LEO BOYLE

2002 Worked with the Department of Motor Vehicles to find language that will be submitted to the legislature in 2003 that allows for the titling of vehicles where the original title has been lost. Monitored all auto insurance legislation dealing with no-fault. Final bill continued no-fault insurance for one year until July 1. 2003 which means the issue of mandatory auto insurance will be addressed again in the 2003 legislature.

2001 Worked closely with the towing industry and the salvage industry to recodify the language dealing with what vehicles can be towed, and from what location, and how the titles of abandoned vehicles are handled. HB 1261 also dealt with certificates of title issued to owners of salvaged, rebuilt or non-repairable vehicles.

2000 OCCC was prime force for the passage of the Year of Manufacture license plate. SB 146 by Senator Musgrave had to be limited to 1943 or older vehicles due to the fiscal impact of including more recent model years. Boyle also was successful in defeating an effort by one Senator to amend the bill to limit "horseless carriages" from using national or state highways.

1999 Lobbied against SB 91 which would have made land use restrictions in

El Paso County that would severely impact owners of old cars and old car parts in El Paso. Worked with county commissioners to try to resolve the issue without offending key legislators who are generally supportive of old car hobby, but who object to "visual pollution" of abandoned vehicles. Testified in favor of bill to eliminate requirement of front license plate, but bill defeated because of opposition from law enforcement.

1998 Lobbied against SB 84 changing the law on salvage titles. Worked with law enforcement and other interest parties, but we were successful in convincing the legislature that this bill was beyond redemption. Also involved in SB 34 on Regulations of Suspension Systems.

1997 OCCC was the prime mover behind two bills: SB 35 that required that all collector plate vehicles be 25 years old or older and SB 89 which lowered the registration fees for old trucks with limited annual mileage to $65.

1996 Defeated SB 51 by Senator Hopper that would have forced owners of non-used vehicles to garage or shelter from view their cars of trucks. Was prime supporter of SB 28 for the street rod clubs that allowed them made it impossible for old cars to meet emissions standards or would have required collector series cars to submit to annual inspections.

1995 Worked on all emission bills to see that old cars retained exemptions from meeting higher standards. These were efforts to tweak the Envirotest program and reinstitute the mom and pop emissions stations that would charge higher fees to test old cars annually.

1994 Worked to defuse any legislative mandate for a cash for clunkers bill that would destroy the reservoir of older restorable vehicles.

1993 Salvage Title issue. OCCC amended bill to remove language that would have stigmatized cars rebuilt with parts from other vehicles. Involved in all discussions of the emissions control issues.

1992 Salvage Title issue. OCCC was successful in amending legislation to exclude vehicles more than eight years old.

1991 Collector Plate reauthorization Bill carried by Bill Owens and Norma Anderson.
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
