Minutes of Meeting, 1 February 2012

Joe Baker was filling in for 2nd vice president Mel Bacon.  58 member clubs and three guest clubs were represented.  The club presidents in attendance were introduced. 
Legislative issues:  Leo Boyle described the bills which have been introduced in the Legislature that began on January 11th and which are of concern to the collector car hobby.  “HB” refers to house bills, “SB” to senate bills.   These include:

HB12-1014 (Reduces late registration penalty fees)

HB12-1051, (Salvage title exclusion removal)


HB12-1098, (Salvage title vehicle sales limited to specific dealers)


SB12-095 (Requirements for valid transfer of motor vehicle title)


SB12-126 (Extend emission test exemption from 4 to 8 years for new vehicles)

The registration fee reduction bill faces a lot of resistance because of the lost revenue that would result.

The “salvage” bills are of concern because they could add the stigma of “salvage” to the title of restored vehicles and limit availability of used parts. Leo and CCCC representatives will be working with bill sponsors and will take part in hearings on these and other bills that may come up, and will advise the entire council as the bills progress and are modified.  Leo stressed that the CCCC has established good relations and credibility among legislators and this must be continued.
