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Minutes of Meeting, 2 March 2011

The meeting was held at the Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver.

The meeting was called to order by the president, Dick Thompson, at 7:28 pm.

Officers present were Dick Thompson, president; Gary Canady, 1st vice president; Mel Bacon, 2nd vice president; Dick Fritz, secretary; and Tom Kay, treasurer.  42 member clubs were represented. New representatives and prospective clubs were introduced.

Guest Speakers:

Ted Rossi described the “Denver to Brighton Run” which will be held on May 22nd, and gave a brief history of the event which has been run since 1957.  For details, contact Ted at TedRossi@q.com.

Christof Kheim of the Forney Museum described the special exhibits, including Mrs. Forney’s 1930 Model A Ford which has been restored by the Model A Ford Club.  The Forney will be open until 8 PM on nights that the CCCC is meeting.  Christof mentioned that the Forney can display privately owned vehicles by special arrangement.

Legislative matters:  Leo Boyle thanked Harold Naber and John Mack for their efforts, including testifying at the hearings for Senate Bill 11-031.  The bill now appears complete, has passed the Senate, and is about to have its second reading on the floor of the House.  The title of the bill (currently: CONCERNING MOTOR VEHICLES VALUED AS COLLECTOR’S ITEMS FOR HISTORICAL REASONS) will probably be changed.  Harold, John, and Leo were thanked by the Council for all their work on this.

Tom noted that these figures include renewals from 28 clubs, and a few more renewals have come in since.  2011 renewals are due by the end of March.  New Associate Members include Classic Car Storage and Appraisals by George.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved as presented.  

Membership:  Ed Wright reported that he has been contacting former member clubs and has had positive responses.  He urged that all CCCC representatives become ambassadors for the Council.  

Cruises:  Mel Bacon reported that the Havana Cruise, the Colfax Cruise, and the Mountain States Swap Meet will promoted together, and sponsorship at this point is encouraging.  There will be a committee meeting on March 6th to go over plans and preparations.  Club participation is essential, with a recommendation of 5 workers per club at cruise sites.  The responsibility for marketing has been turned over from the Havana Business Improvement District (BID) to the CCCC.

Swap Meet:  Gary Canady stated that the CCCC does not have a signed contract with Front Range Airport, but we are 98% there.  The CCCC will be considered a super vendor who will in turn manage swap space vendors. Swap vendors will have the opportunity to move in on Friday, August 19, and swap spaces will be on concrete at the west end of the runway (show cars will be on the east end).  Club groups that want to park together should arrange to arrive at the same time.  Entrance fee will be $5 per car.  Vendor fee will be $35 for a 20 x 20 space.  Club volunteer worker lists will be requested later.  

Council Name Change: Tom Kay reported that the name change has been filed with the Colorado Secretary of State.  The checking account will probably continue to use the OCCC as well as CCCC name for about six months.  Our insurance carrier has been notified of the name change.  Two proposed logos drawn up by Greg Akiyama have been presented and will be used at least temporarily.  Name badges with the new name and logo will need to be designed.  It is proposed that Tee Shirts and/or caps be designed.    

Scheduling of Events: Lauri Gephart has submitted the calendar of events for which she has received information and this will be posted on the Council web site.  In accordance with earlier policy, promotion will be limited to events sponsored by or endorsed by CCCC member clubs.

Web Site:  Keith Hall (Keith_Hal@msn.com) is currently updating the Council website which will continue to use the identity www.oldcarcouncil.org for the time being.  A password is not currently required.   

New Clubs:  The   Rocky Mountain Region, Porsche Club of America, represented by Keith Hall, applied for membership in the CCCC.  Following discussion, the application acceptance was moved, seconded, and passes unanimously.  Applications from the Road Knights Inc. and Tri-Lakes Cruisers will be voted on at an upcoming meeting.
