Minutes of Meeting, 5 October 2011
The meeting was held at the Forney Transportation Museum, 3202 Brighton Blvd., Denver, Colorado.
The meeting was called to order by the president, Dick Thompson, at 7:31 pm. Officers present were Dick Thompson, president; Gary Canady, 1st vice president; Mel Bacon, 2nd Vice President; Dick Fritz, secretary; and Tom Kay, treasurer.  29 member clubs were represented and since this is less than a quorum, this is considered an information meeting. 
Guest Speaker:  Joe Haska of Greybeard Promotions described the “Crème de la Chrome” Thanksgiving weekend rod & custom show at the Colorado Convention Center in Denver.  The show is on Friday through Sunday (Nov.25-27) with vehicle move-in on Tuesday and Wednesday. Club displays can accommodate 2 – 6 vehicles. Entries must include a photo and will undergo a selection process.  The entry fees are $45 for judged cars or $25 for display only   Best of Show includes an award of $5000 from the sponsor Ampac Chrome.  Awards will be given out Saturday evening.  The deadline for applications is Nov.12, higher fees after that date.  The Council intends to have 6 vehicles in the show, and we are seeking prospective cars. Legislative issues:  Leo Boyle and John Mack reported that Representative Marsha Looper met with Health Dept. people to explore our interest in changing eligibility for collector series status back to 25 years and older but that the department is opposed to any change.  Nevertheless, John Mack and Harold Naber will continue to work on this issue, developing a set of “qualifiers” to become part of a new eligibility standard.  Any suggestions should be given to John or Harold.

It was noted that when “Year of Manufacture” license plates are used on a vehicle, the standard registration and plates must also be carried in the vehicle.     
Minutes of the September 7th meeting were amended to correct the date of the Treasurer’s Report and add the announcement that nominations for 2012 officers would open at the October meeting. The minutes were then approved as amended.

Kay reported that year-to-date figures for all accounts will do better than was projected when the budgets were drawn up in January.  There will still be a deficit in the Govt. Relations account but others are in the black. 
The Treasurer’s Report was approved as presented.  
Membership:  Currently there are 62 member clubs in the CCCC: the Rocky Mountain Nova Club has reinstated their membership.  The Mile High Hook & Ladder club has applied for membership.  They are a member of the national SPAAMFAA organization (and you know what that is, of course).  
Swap Meet:  Checks for shares earned by clubs that provided workers for the Front Range Airport event were distributed.  The event managed to control expenses very well for a first run at a new location, and we hope to build on this start.  Front Range Airport is pleased with how this worked this year.  The event is scheduled for August 18 in 2012.
Colfax Cruise (Sept.24th):  The Colfax event had great weather and a great turnout, and it was profitable.  Approximately 5000 vehicles took part.  Winner of the poker run selected the cruise (shipboard, that is). We need suggestions and feedback to plan next year’s Havana and Colfax Cruises, as well as the Swap Meet.  Representatives were urged to seek dialogue from their clubs.  Site managers for cruises and the swap meet are needed to assist the overall coordinators.   
Nominations for 2012 CCCC officers.  Nominations were opened for the positions of President, First and Second Vice Presidents, Secretary, and Treasurer.  All present officers are willing to continue.  There were no additional nominations, but nominations will remain open in November. Ed Wright will have to step down from the appointed position of membership chairman and we are looking for a new volunteer. Election takes place at the November CCCC meeting.  
NSRA 2012 Rod Run Schedule:  Dick Thompson will convey all information received about 2012 open events to the planning meeting on October 22.  
SEMA Alert:  Members of the SEMA Action Network are urged to protest the depletion of salt at the Bonneville Salt Flats resulting from potash mining.
