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MINUTES OF THE MEETING of Wed. January 3, 2007.    

Held at Forney Transportation Museum  4303 Brighton Boulevard  Denver, Colo.  80216.  

The Meeting was called to order by President Keith Hall at 7:30 PM.  

President Hall thanked last years Board/ Officers/ Committee Chairs and all volunteers for their help and contributions.  Immediate Past President Bill Rosenbach  added his thanks to that.  Keith further noted:

Keith checked and informed that a quorum was present. 

Minutes of the Previous Meeting.

President Hall asked if there any corrections to or omissions from the minutes.

Correction noted by Bill Miller [SAAC]:

the Council does not have a Constitution, just Bylaws; edit reference to “Constitution” to “Bylaws.”

It was moved, seconded and voted affirmatively the minutes be accepted as revised.   [Keith Hall should be commended on the good job he did last year getting the Minutes out early and in good form.  wbc]

Secretary’s Report.   

  -
34 clubs were represented tonight. 

  -
to date, 6 clubs have renewed [paid dues & provided updated info form] for 2007.

there were 50 clubs in the Council in Dec-2006.

It’s that time [of year] again.  Time to renew your OCCC membership.  For the benefit of new reps, that means each club/ member needs to provide:

  -
Roger informs that if any rep has not picked up their clubs check for their 2006 Swap Meet ‘share[s]’ he has the checks with him, they can be picked up after the meeting.  

  -
Asked when the Lobbyist is paid, Roger informed, “He’s paid quarterly.” 

  -
 2007 Budget Proposal.  Roger submitted an outline for a proposal for the 2007 budget.  Broken down into three main sections; General Operating Funds [“headed” Operating Account], Governmental Relations Costs [headed “Legislation”] and Swap Meet Budget [headed “Swap Meet Account].  Copies were passed out to all reps present. 

President Hall led review of the proposed budget by breaking up review and discussion and any changes or clarifications by taking each section in turn - with each section then being approved by affirmative vote; followed by motion and affirmative vote to accept the overall budget.  Any required changes will be incorporated into the budget provided.  Any Rep wanting an updated copy should call Roger. 

  -
Several people had different questions and several people offered various perspectives and thoughts on the matter of the tax status and classification of the Council, it’s events, income, etc.  several minutes of discussion leaving the matter with no resolve or definitive answers.  Pres. Hall stated that it would be appropriate to have the Council’s CPA, Jack Atkinson [RM Olds] attend the Feb. meeting and outline things for specific clarification and everyone’s edification if possible?  Further discussion was tabled until the Feb. meeting.  

  -
During review of the budget it was discussed and voted affirmatively to combine the Swap Meet’s Car Show budget and the Council’s free-standing “Car Show” budget.  

  -
Discussion went to Member Club’s “Annual Dues” fee of $50.00 and clarification of the separate “assessment” of $3.00 for each member of a Club to cover [some of] the fee paid the Lobbyist.  After discussion a vote was taken that resulted in amounts for both to remain the same for the 2007 membership year. 

Governmental Relations Committee / Lobbyist’s Report.    

Chair Don Whissen informed that Leo would be delayed arriving, the report was done after our Lobbyist, Leo Boyle arrived.  

Leo reminded that the new governor [Bill Ritter] will be sworn in on Tuesday morning, the Legislature goes into session on Wednesday.  Leo commented that this will be the first time in 37 or so years that the Democrats will have control of the Governor’s office, the House and the Senate.  

He reminds that historically, Democrats want more regulations and controls - and more revenue.  Who knows what will be coming?  At this time Leo knows of no specific new legislation that is to be introduced, but says he’d guess that ‘Insurance will be an item.’  Also Emissions Testing will be up for review, possibly to eliminate testing stations?  Use the roadside test monitors instead?  Leo suggests that if anyone hears of things, have questions they can leave him a message at his number [listed above]. 

SEMA Report.    

Joe Baker reports SEMA has raised no new items or flags to deal with - for now.  [..but, as Leo speculated, with the new majority and control of the Senate and House at the Federal level the Council may have more to watch for and deal with over the next few years?   wbc] 

Swap Meet Committee.    

Chair Shirley Zaner not feeling well, was not present, Roger Zaner in her stead reported as follows: 

  -
the Meet will be a one day event.  It will be held on Saturday Aug. 25th, 2007. 

  -
the required Deposit of $300.00 for our Contract / Reservation with Adams County Fairgrounds has been paid to the County. 

  -
Shirley has a wonderful opportunity available for someone!  A volunteer is needed with good communication and organization skills to be Shirley’s Assistant Chair for the Meet,- essentially as OJT to be Swap Meet Chair for 2008.   [a wonderful opportunity for the rising young executive to add another management experience and success to their resume!   wbc] 

  -
There are also still positions open for volunteers to be a Coordinator for the various areas and functions in support of the SM.  Please call Shirley for information, job description, etc.  [..remember,- each Coordinator position earns their club an additional ‘share.’   wbc] 

Old Business.    

  -
The to be ‘new event’ discussion continues as old business and is being worked, led by Dick Thompson,- the [tentatively named] “Cruise Colfax.”  A well done outline of the current plan being worked had been put together by Dick and Gary Patrick and was presented by Dick.  The presentation is well structured  and easy to follow.  It is a tad too extensive to include in full here, for more info call Dick.

Looking at the huge success of Detroit’s “Woodward Avenue Cruise” gives one glazed eyes at the potential, but Metro Denver is not surrounded by the large population nearby or in more reasonable driving distance as in - of Detroit.  Some points Dick outlined are: 

  .
Woodward began in ‘97±, is held in August. 

  .
Over a 16 or so mile stretch it attracts an estimated 1.6 million spectators.

  .
Cars participating in/ present for the Cruise were estimated at 40,000 last year. 

  .
Last August’s “Latest Scoop” listed some 24± cruises around Metro. 

  .
The “Golden Super Cruise” brought some 500± cars to Golden last May. 

  .
This will be a stand-alone event, independently held and run by the OCCC. 

  .
Current thinking is there will be several areas along the length of Colfax at which there will be areas for parking/ display where there can be entertainment, food, etc. 

  .
The event will be held as a ‘Charitable Event’ now proposed that 50% of the net will go to [the new] DARE,- Dick recommends them because, it is a Police Dept. related event so helps get their support. 

  .
Sponsorships of different levels, involvement and of course $upport Level$ will be sold for funding.

  .
As currently proposed Dick believes the event can be self funding - even for front-end money. 

  .
Dick says this event could be built up to eventually generate significant money for the Council. 

  .
[..if this event is to be, it’s name should be finalized and registered with the Secretary of State ASAP to the OCCC, before going out the door even - to not become the latest “Yellow Pages!”   wbc]
