Minutes of the May 1st  2006 OCCC meeting held at the Forney Museum

The meeting was called to order by OCCC President Bill Rosenbach at 7:26 pm with 39 clubs represented. 

Minutes: The published minutes of the Feb meeting were accepted by vote of the membership.

Business: Two new club representatives were introduced: Carl Pannell of Looking Glass Corvettes and Rick Jackson of Mile High Chapter Model T.  
Bill Rosenbach began a discussion of the tort reform insurance issue. He made available copies of  a recent Rocky Mountain News section discussing auto insurance related bills in the CO legislature and a letter from an insurance company urging customers to contact their legislators.  Many members voiced concern and some confusion about the issue.  Jim Nielsen moved that the OCCC send a letter of inquiry to the major specialty car insurers regarding their opinions on the CO insurance issue.  The motion was passed.  The discussion began to drift.
Leo Boyle reported that HB1176 (KIT vehicle bill) passed the House Transportation committee last week with a vote of 10-0.  Unfortunately a fiscal note was attached and the bill will have to be sent to House Appropriations before it can move to the Senate. HB1294 (Builder’s title bill) Also passed the House Transportation committee with a fiscal note attached and was sent to Appropriations.  The fiscal notes attached to both bills were related to computer programming costs required to implement the bills.  There is currently an outside vendor working on the State’s computer systems that is billing approx. $200/hr for programming time.  Both bills have been amended to extend their start time beyond the finish date for the private contract (July 2007) which will reduce the programming fees to $42/hr which is what the state charges itself (insert your favorite critical comment here – secretary’s note). There is a seat belt bill under consideration (required use) which should not cause a problem for vintage vehicles.  Belts are currently only required in vehicles that had them as original equipment (1964+). A long discussion began regarding Horseless Carriage plates.  Since the Year of Manufacture plate is linked to the Horseless Carriage plate and a bill is being considered to float the designation at “50 yrs or older”, concern was expressed regarding what would happen.  Leo suggested that there would be no problem.  Leo consulted the CRS and pronounced “trust me on this”.  This was repeated twice by Leo.  SB 19 (mandatory medical coverage) is dead.  It was suggested that we do something for Ann Ragsdale, an old friend of the OCCC who is term limited this year.
