Minutes of Meeting
Wednesday January 4, 2006

Meeting was called to order by President Bill Rosenbach at 7:32 pm at the Forney Transportation Museum, Denver with 36 clubs present.

Minutes:  Minutes of the December 7th meeting were presented and approved without discussion.

Legislation:  Leo Boyle reported that the second draft of our kit vehicle bill titled “Concerning the Authorization of Kit Motor Vehicles” was complete. The bill has not been given a number yet but will be sponsored by Ann Ragsdale who is expected to present it to the House Transportation Committee near the end of January. We have the support of the County Clerks Association (which is critical for passage) but he has not received a reply from the Dept of Health and Environment regarding his request for support (they may choose to remain silent). A lengthy discussion of the contents of the bill followed. Leo read the proposed definition of a Kit Vehicle from the draft (“A KIT vehicle means a passenger type motor vehicle assembled, by other than a licensed manufacturer, from a manufactured kit that consists of a prefabricated body and chassis and is accompanied by a Manufacturer’s Statement of Origin.”) and explained that the other pertinent sections of the draft included: an exemption for Kit Vehicles from all applicable AIR programs (no emissions tests or equipment required), Kit Vehicles will be titled according to the year of manufacture of the kit from which the vehicle was assembled which is indicated in the Manufactures Statement of Origin. Titles will read “Kit Vehicle”. 
The “Builders Title” issue was discussed and Leo urged us to be patient while we built relationships within the law enforcement and county clerks communities. This is a contentious issue and will take time to reach an agreement with all parties. It was recommended that Detective Kautz from CATI (state stolen vehicle investigation group) be invited to an OCCC meeting to explain the operation of his group and that PJ Taylor (Director of Motor Vehicles City and County of Broomfield) be invited also to answer questions regarding the problems in licensing of street rods that some of our members have experienced.

Leo made a statement about the recently announced retirement of Senator Norma Andrews. Senator Andrews is a long time friend of automobile hobbyists (she sponsored the Collector Plate bill along with then Rep. Bill Owens) and has been a calming influence on capitol partisanship. She will be missed. 

Treasurers Report:  Treasurer Roger Zaner read from a very complimentary letter received from the FOMOCO Owners Club (sent with their membership renewal).

SEMA Report:  Joe Baker reported that thee was very little activity during the holidays.

 Swap Meet:  Shirley Zaner reported that she was working on flyers to be handed out at the Polar Bear Meet (Jan 28). Notices of the OCCC swap meet will be mailed at the usual time. She has been in contact with Adams County and the deposit has been made to hold the swap meet date. Shirley ask if anyone has contacted potential sponsors and Tony Abeyta of the FOMOCO Owners Club replied that if he could use official OCCC letterhead he would approach a potential local sponsor. The president answered in the affirmative. 

Dick Thompson reported that discussions with the Good Guys regarding their June meet revealed that the Road Knights of Colorado Springs will continue to be the official local club – perhaps next year we should approach them again. 
Old Business:  Gary Canady reported on the subject of the Colfax Cruise. He has identified people of interest and influence associated with the Colfaz celebration that have automotive ties and will persue that line of inquiry.

New Business:  The 2006 budgets (swap meet, legislation, car show, and operating accounts) were presented by the Treasurer and a lengthy discussion of individual line items ensued. Dick Fritz made a motion to zero the Legislative account by a transfer from the Swap Meet account (seconded and passed). Because of a missing line item discussion was tabled until the February meeting so corrections can be made (moved by Bill Miller, seconded and passed). 

Ed Stein (Mobile Graphics) proposed to further develop and manage the OCCC web site. He presented some of his work and answered questions. It was moved that the President appoint a committee to research and evaluate his proposal and report back to the membership at the February meeting (seconded and approved). 

Announcements:  The next OCCC meeting will be held at 7:30 pm on February 1st at the Forney Museum.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:14pm.
