Minutes of Meeting – 2 June 2004

The June 2004 meeting of the Old Car Council of Colorado was called to order by President Joe Baker at 7:35 pm at the Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver Colorado.  37 member clubs were represented.  .

Legislation:  Leo Boyle reported no news (good news?) yet on the kit car title regulations.

Leo noted that campaign contributions to legislators that have assisted the OCCC are always appreciated and remembered.  It should be noted that the OCCC is apolitical and party affiliations are not reported. The OCCC does not have a political action committee to solicit and distribute donations.  Hobbyists are urged to support elected officials who are inclined to promote legislation favorable to the car collecting hobby. SEMA Report:  Joe Baker noted that SEMA is aware that there still are federal legislators who would like to establish a national vehicle scrappage program such as the one that was shot down a couple years ago.  SEMA is also working on the Maine vehicle inspection program that has brought on unintended consequences, specifically interpretation that any visible aftermarket part is illegal.  Consensus is that liability for safety of aftermarket parts should reside with the manufacturer, and that be sufficient.  

Click it or Ticket Campaign:  A question was raised about the seat-belt enforcement program now underway, specifically whether older cars that never had belts would be required to retrofit them.  It is our understanding that if the vehicle never came with belts and aftermarket belts were not installed, then the law does not apply.  If belts have been installed, they must be used.   

Swap Meet (June 5-6):  Shirley Zaner summarized the number of swap spaces, car show entrants, car corral vehicles, and club spaces that have been reserved.  The committee is trying to get Adams County to properly advertise the event on their billboard on US85.  Logistics and schedules were reviewed.  Now we have to do anti-rain dances.
