Reminder:  Publicize the Swap Meet & Car Show – Keep the Vendors Happy!

Minutes of Meeting – 5 May 2004

The May 2004 meeting of the Old Car Council of Colorado was called to order by President Joe Baker at 7:34 pm at the Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver Colorado.  44 member clubs were represented.  Joe thanked Pam Johnson for once again making the Forney meeting room available for our meetings.  Clubs are urged to consider group tours of the Forney.

Legislation:  Leo Boyle reported that the Colorado 2004 legislative session will wind up this evening and stalemates have dominated much of the session.  He noted that our efforts at establishing procedures for “kit car” titles are on track – this is being handled as a Dept. of Revenue regulation matter rather than any new legislation.  HB1386 that deals with salvage titles and vehicle labeling has been limited to vehicles 6 years old or newer.  Fines for driving without insurance have been increased.   The legislation to reduce the allowable blood alcohol limit to 0.08% (from the current 0.10%) has been stalled by objections to amendments attached to it.  Federal highway funds will not be released if Colorado does not establish the lower limit.  Finally, there has been no progress on fixing the financial crisis the state is in.  As a result of the prolonged debates, nothing happened on several issues that were of potential concern to the car hobby: limitations on specialty license plates, and mandated medical trauma care coverage (to replace no-fault) on automobile insurance.  Leo answered questions and then had to depart to return to the statehouse.

Introductions:  Since this was Presidents Night, Joe welcomed all the visiting club presidents.  Representatives and guests were self-introduced.

Minutes:  Minutes of the April 7th meeting were approved as published. 

SEMA (Specialty Equipment Manufacturers Association) Report:  Jerry Staples reviewed SEMA activities, including monitoring California’s current scrappage program to ensure that useful parts are available to collectors.  SEMA is also sponsoring a number of conferences for manufacturers of aftermarket parts, plus their November SEMA show in Las Vegas.    

Swap Meet (June 5-6):  Shirley Zaner summarized swap space reservations made so far and advertising that has been submitted.  We need cars for the Sunday car show (judged, $20 entry) and car display (not judged, pay normal parking charge of $5).  The OCCC member clubs have an outstanding variety of collector vehicles and we should showcase that fact.  This is not a concours but rather a chance to show newcomers what that old car they have parked in the garage could look like.  Two cars per club would present a great display.  Clubs also have the option of having display spaces in the swap area – be sure to notify the registrar, Phil Scott at 303-972-3575. Vendor move-in starts at 4 pm on Friday.  The Pontiac-Oakland club will have an expanded food service available.  Club reps are urged to distribute swap meet flyers at cruises, car shows, and auto parts stores.  Joe Baker reminded everyone that this event provides funding to support the council’s legislative awareness effort.

Swap Meet Workers:  Tom Kay (phone: 303-451-9296) still could use about 40 more workers.

Coliseum / Forney / OCCC Swap Meet?  Pam Johnson (Forney Museum manager) reported that the Denver Coliseum management has suggested that they would like to co-sponsor a swap meet with the Forney Museum.  She would rather not see such an event competing with the OCCC swap meet, and suggests that in fact the OCCC might join in such a venture.  The idea sounds possible, but several questions need to be answered: when could it be scheduled; what costs would the Coliseum charge; who provides security; and what food vendor service would be available?  Pam will look into this for us.

Club Roster:  A draft of the 2004 roster of OCCC member clubs with the contact person for each club (usually the club representative listed on the renewal form) was available for editing and corrections before a final version is printed in time for the swap meet.  Corrections should be sent to the secretary.  Also, the OCCC meeting minutes are being sent out by e-mail where possible or by regular mail otherwise.  Again, address corrections should be sent to the secretary. 

Announcements & Events:

Bryan Hanson announced that the Ghost Riders organization is sponsoring a fund raiser Poker / Rod Run to support emergency services in the Larimer County area.
