Minutes of Meeting – 6 April 2005

The April 2005 meeting of the Old Car Council of Colorado was called to order by President Bill Rosenbach at 7:39 pm at the St.Francis Hospital meeting room, 825 E.Pikes Peak Ave. in 

Colorado Springs.  29 member clubs were represented. Guests and representatives were self-introduced.

Legislative Issues: Leo Boyle was unable to attend.  

Harold Naber reported on meetings with the Colorado Dept. of Revenue and Terry Campbell of the Colorado State Patrol to try to resolve the Lost Title procedure which is complicated by the Colorado form DR 2922 which is now out of date but still being used in some jurisdictions.  This form was to have been revised to recognize the elimination of bonding for vehicles over 25 years of age, but it still contains the stipulation if the vehicle is not roadworthy, it must be given a “salvage title”, although another law stipulates that salvage titles are only applicable to vehicles less than 6 years old. It is expected that the problem will not be resolved until after the current legislative session ends in May.

Bills HB 1068 (allowing continuation of a personalized license plate while the vehicle is being restored) and HB 1069 (granting restored fire trucks an exemption from the no-emergency lights on private vehicles)  have both passed and are awaiting signature by the governor.

There is a new bill being considered that would outlaw mini-wheeled vehicles.  The target is the miniature motorcycle, but without careful specifications it could affect some cars or even motorized wheelchairs.  It was noted that Connecticut is considering a ban on all 4-wheeled ATVs.

Minutes:  Minutes of the March meeting were approved as published.  

SEMA report:  Joe Baker summarized news from SEMA’s newsletters, noting that 9 states have now adopted the SEMA model kit and modified car title legislation.  Colorado is still studying problems that were encountered in California.

SWAP MEET & CAR SHOW:  Shirley Zaner reminded clubs that sign-up sheets for workers from clubs should be turned in to Tom Kay (303-451-9296) as soon as possible so assignments can be made.  A full club share is earned by having 10 workers, shifts being 2 hours long.  Vendor move-in will begin at noon on Friday, June 3rd.  The car show needs more cars on display to represent the variety of vehicles being restored in Colorado.  If a club wants to take advantage of the free club display opportunity in the swap meet, they should let Shirley know. 

Mead car show:  A letter from Bill Miller of the Shelby Club in response to an invitation to enter cars in a car show sponsored by the town of Mead was read.  Bill noted that citizens of Mead had blocked plans to develop a motorsports park on the east side of Interstate 25, over a mile from Mead, and this negative attitude alienated members of many car clubs.

Associate members for OCCC:  Bill Rosenbach urged representatives to promote associate membership by businesses that are involved in the collector vehicle hobby.
