Minutes of Meeting – 1 December 2004

The December 2004 meeting of the Old Car Council of Colorado was called to order by President Joe Baker at 7:33 pm at the Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver.  34 member clubs were represented.

Minutes:  Minutes of the November meeting were approved as published.  

Treasurers Report:  Roger Zaner reported that there was no change in the balances reported last month.  The treasurer’s report was approved unanimously.

Swap Meet:  Shirley Zaner reported that the deposit to Adams County Regional Park for the June 2005 Meet will be paid before the end of the year.  Ads for the swap meet will be appearing in The Latest Scoop. 

Bill Rosenbach is recovering from implant surgery in Swedish Hospital (room 6134, phone 303-788-7038) and would appreciate phone calls (he prefers car topics to medical topics). 

Legislative Issues:  Leo Boyle was attending his own birthday party and unable to attend our festivities, so Don Whissen summarized what’s happening on issues of concern to car collectors:

(1) Leo expects that medical payment riders on automobile insurance policies will be debated in the aftermath of elimination of “No-Fault” from policies.

(2) The Kit Car Title proposal has been muddied by actions in California, where the state feels that some vehicles are being misidentified to avoid taxes and emission inspections.

(3) The Lost Title issue involving different interpretation in various counties of the roadworthiness requirement is not yet resolved.  The statutes seem to clearly specify that a salvage title is not required for non-driveable vehicles over 6 years old.  We would rather see the title procedure deal with ownership, not whether the vehicle is ready to go on the road.

(4) Antique Fire Truck equipment:  Recent legislation to deal with criminals posing as police officers has had the unintended consequence of banning lights and sirens from antique fire trucks owned by collectors and used in parades.  We hope this can be rectified in the 2005 Colorado legislative session.

(5) Vanity Plates:  There has been interest in seeing if vanity plates could be issued for collector series vehicles.  Currently there is no provision for this.  Also, persons with vanity plates (for normally registered vehicles) are unable to retain the plate unless the owner can registered another vehicle right away. 

Dues and Assessments for 2005:  We do not anticipate any need to change the renewal dues and per-member assessments for 2005.  Dues remain at $50 per club, and the legislative assessment is $3 per Colorado member (a family is considered one member), with the maximum assessment being $600.  Renewal forms are being issued with these minutes.

SEMA and related news:  Since OCCC is a member club of SEMA, our members should be able to obtain authorization to attend the national SEMA show in Las Vegas.

There was discussion about the use of on-board computers acting as counterparts of aircraft black boxes.  This has been useful in reconstructing how accidents have happened, but it can be used to monitor day-to-day driving patterns and affect insurance ratings and rental car fees.  The potential for states to use this monitoring for tax purposes is of concern.  It was noted that On-Star closely guards its capability, which is valuable for stolen vehicle recovery and driver assistance in emergencies.

Renting a car overseas?  In a number of countries it has become a policy to not rent cars to drivers 70 years old and above.  Apparently this is determined by overseas car insurers.  Check before going.

Legislative Account Shortfall: To correct the shortfall in this account (as happens every year), it was moved (Rhynard) and seconded (Coop) that the year-end Legislative Account balance be brought to zero by transferring $1700 from the Operating Account and the balance from the Swap Meet Account.  Following discussion, the motion passed unanimously.   

Announcements & Events:

A suggestion was presented by the AMC club that the OCCC consider selling a window decal to publicize and raise money for the council.  We hope to follow up on this, and welcome other ideas (as suggested by Joe Baker in October) for what we could be doing to promote the council’s goals.

January 22, 2005:  Polar Bear Swap Meet, sponsored by FOMOCO club.

Next Meeting:  January 5, 2005, at the Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver. 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:22 pm, and with that, the retiring president rode off into the sunset.
