Minutes of Meeting – 1 June 2005

The June 2005 meeting of the Old Car Council of Colorado was called to order by President William Rosenbach at 7:38 pm at the Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver.  35 member clubs were represented. 

Legislative Issues: Leo Boyle noted that the legislative session ended almost a month ago but some bills are still awaiting the Governor’s signature, or his veto.  Among these are two dealing with the proposed toll road along the Front Range.  One (HB 1342) would create the regulatory framework such as requiring compliance with Interstate highway standards and the other (SB 230) would prohibit the private use of eminent domain to obtain land.        

Procedures for obtaining titles for replicars will be discussed with all interested parties (Colorado State Patrol, county clerks, and the Colorado Dept. of Revenue) this summer, as will the problem of obtaining titles for non-roadworthy vehicles.  Changes may be implanted by regulation or if necessary by legislation next year.

Minutes:  Minutes of the May meeting were corrected to give Jack Atkinson’s name instead of Steve Atkinson (tax preparer) and then approved.

SEMA report:  “Quiet” month.  Nothing going on in other states to report.

SWAP MEET & CAR SHOW:  Shirley Zaner reported on the status of preparation for the Swap Meet and Car Show, including participation by the “Gas Bash” (petroleum product) enthusiasts.  We are still short workers, and may shift some people from vendor registration to traffic in the afternoon.  We still could use more cars on display.  Almost all expenses for the event have been paid.  

Forney Museum Car Corral:  The Forney Museum is hosting a car corral on the second Saturday of each month through October.  It’s starting slowly, and clubs are urged to distribute the brochures to club members and at car shows.  

Member Club Roster for 2005:  Copies of the roster of clubs and OCCC History were distributed.

New Logo?:  It was proposed that a new logo for the Council be designed (with no name change).  We would welcome any ideas.
