Minutes of Meeting – 4 May 2005

The May 2005 meeting of the Old Car Council of Colorado was called to order by President William Rosenbach at 7:42 pm at the Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver. The museum had been open for quick tours starting at 6:30 as this was Presidents’ Night.  42 member clubs were represented. Representatives, club presidents, and guests were self-introduced.

Legislative Issues: Leo Boyle was able to get away from the last minute flurry of legislation as the Colorado Legislature is nearing its conclusion of the 2005 session to talk about bills that affect the hobby.  Senate Bill 38 concerns motor vehicle titles but is basically recodification of existing statutes. It has not been possible to incorporate titles for kit cars under this legislation.  House Bills 1068 (retention of personalized plates while a car is being restored) and 1069 (exemption of vintage fire trucks from prohibition of lights and sirens) have passed and been signed by the governor.  Kit car title procedures will be discussed with all interested parties (Colorado State Patrol, county clerks, and the Colorado Dept. of Revenue) this summer, as will the problem of obtaining titles for non-roadworthy vehicles.

The proposed toll road along the Front Range has been discussed, in particular the threatened use of eminent domain by non-governmental entities.  House Bill 1342 is a bill to create the regulatory framework for a toll road, and Senate Bill 230 is a bill to prohibit private use of eminent domain to confiscate land for a toll road. 

Minutes:  Minutes of the April meeting were approved as published.  

SEMA report:  Jerry Staples displayed a poster detailing the roles of the Specialty Equipment Manufacturing Association (of which OCCC is a member) in certifying aftermarket equipment.  The role that most concerns us is the monitoring of state legislation that affects the hobby.  A recent example was SEMA’s guiding legislation in Maine that protects “backyard mechanics” from having immobile vehicles towed off.  SEMA monitors state legislation, but cannot keep track of county and local zoning laws.  All of us have to be on the lookout for “catch-all” laws that can be used when a citizen complains about his neighbor.

SWAP MEET & CAR SHOW:  Shirley Zaner summarized expenses that have been paid, including rent of the fairgrounds and advertising.  For more details, contact Shirley.  Clubs are urged to take advantage of free club display spaces.  We need more entrants in the CAR SHOW.  The member clubs of the OCCC have outstanding examples of restored familiar and rare vehicles, and showing them to the public is perhaps our best advertising.  Also, at this time, We need more club workers.  Great opportunity to meet people.  And your club gets paid!  Contact Tom Kay at 303-451-9296.  The Pontiac Oakland Club will provide a food concession at the meet.

Mead car show:  A letter from Jim Coleman, an organizer of the Mead car show, was read.  This was in response to the letter by Bill Miller that discussed concerns about Mead’s attitude regarding motorsports.    It was noted that OCCC is not advocating boycotting this event.

Presidents’ Round Table:  Dick Thompson of the Mile Hi Cobra Club proposed that the OCCC sponsor a round table informal discussion session for club presidents to talk about ideas of mutual interest for promoting a car club.  Typical topics could include: (1) What activities does the club put on and what activities are popular? (2) How big is your club and how do you recruit new members?; (3) What is your dues structure? (4) Do you have liability insurance and how much do you need? (5) What can  the OCCC do to help your club and the car collecting hobby?  The idea had a positive response, and such a meeting might be scheduled after the summer events season is over.

Associate members for OCCC:  Bill Rosenbach urged representatives to promote associate membership by businesses that are involved in the collector vehicle hobby.

The Latest Scoop:  Bill Rosenbach had an OCCC promotional article printed in the latest (June 2005) issue of this publication, which lists and advertises collector car events in the Rocky Mountain Region.
