Minutes of Meeting – 7 September 2005

The September 2005 meeting of the Old Car Council of Colorado was called to order by President William Rosenbach at 7:43 pm at the St.Francis Hospital meeting room, 825 E.Pikes Peak Ave., Colorado Springs.  20 member clubs were represented. As this was less than a quorum, this was considered to be an informational meeting.  No action items required a vote. 

Legislative matters:  Leo Boyle discussed the problems we are having with collector car titles in two areas: 

(1) Year identification on replicars, and 

(2) Roadworthiness inspections being required on lost title vehicles.

Leo noted that interpretations vary between county clerks on assignment of year identifications, and there is the example of Douglas County insisting on a 2005 year of title on a clear reproduction of a 1928 Ford Model A speedster because “it was constructed with new parts in 2005”.  It is felt that the wording on street rod titles should be applicable to reproduction vehicles but this is not always accepted by county clerks.

The roadworthiness inspection is a carryover from the lost title application procedures form (DR 2922 – 05/00) issued by the Colorado Department of Revenue, Motor Vehicle Division, Title Section.  This form should have been revised after House Bill 03-1287 was signed into law on April 22, 2003. Leo, Don Whissen, and Harold Naber have been meeting with state officials but have too often found that officials involved change positions (offices, not policies).  One suggestion was to establish a “builder’s title” for newly-found vehicles, but Naber has pointed out that it is really unnecessary since we have no objection to the current statutes on the books and wish that they would be implemented as written.  Leo noted that county clerks have broad “rule making authority” to carry out laws on the books but OCCC’s position is that this authority should not overrule statutes.  

There is to be another meeting with state and county officials on September 28th.  We hope to have progress on these regulatory issues before the legislature reconvenes in January. 

Minutes:  Minutes of the August meeting were accepted as published.

SWAP MEET & CAR SHOW:  Shirley Zaner listed expenses including advertising for the meet; anyone wanting more details should call her at 303-426-8843.  It was pointed out that this was the first year that the meet has failed to cover expenses, as the weather was about the worst that could have happened.  There are two consequences of the net loss: there will be no payment of shares to clubs that provided workers and committee chairs, and funds are not available to offset the shortfall in the legislative account at the end of the year. We do have reserve funds but much of these are tied up in a CD that we would rather not cash in early and pay an interest penalty.  The cash-flow problem can be avoided if clubs pay the 2006 assessments as early as possible in the new year and we delay payment of the final legislative information commitment by a few weeks.  There was discussion about means of raising revenue such as advertising in the minutes and sponsorship.  Other innovative ideas would be welcomed.  Of course, increasing membership would also help.   

Web Site:  Access to OCCC information on the internet (world wide web) currently requires going through the Mile Hi Cobra club’s site, whose sponsorship we appreciate, but the Council might undertake having its own site in the future.  This would require services of a web site manager.

Election of 2006 OCCC Officers:  In October, nominations are open for the OCCC 2006 offices of president, first and second vice-president, secretary, and treasurer.  Election is in November, with new officers taking over in January.  PLEASE GIVE SERIOUS THOUGHT TO NOMINATING INDIVIDUALS WHO CAN HELP PROMOTE AND PROTECT THE HOBBY. 

Next Meeting:  7:30 pm, October 5th, 2005, at the Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver.  

The representatives from Colorado Springs were thanked for arranging an excellent meeting place and for their hospitality, which included snacks and coffee.
