Minutes of Meeting – 3 November 2004

The November 2004 meeting of the Old Car Council of Colorado was called to order by President Joe Baker at 7:31 pm at the Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver.  43 member clubs were represented.  A new representative for the Sunday Afternoon Car Klub, Sam Fuller, was introduced.  

Minutes:  Minutes of the October meeting were approved as published.  

SEMA Report:  Joe Baker reported that the SEMA show is currently underway in Las Vegas, and the size of the event is indicative of the importance of the automotive aftermarket products market.  The show has 9800 exhibitors and over one million square feet of displays.  All US and many foreign car manufacturers are represented.  The show also includes seminars on legislative issues.

We are more concerned about emission testing requirements based on year of assembly or year of intended replication.
