Minutes of Meeting – 1 September 2004

The September 2004 meeting of the Old Car Council of Colorado was called to order by President Joe Baker at 7:41 pm at the OddFellows Hall, 575 So.Union Blvd., Colorado Springs,  Colorado. Representatives of 28 member clubs were signed in.  The southern Colorado clubs were thanked for hosting this meeting, as was the OddFellows organization for providing the meeting place.  Guests were introduced.

Minutes:  Minutes of the August meeting were approved as published.

There was no SEMA report.  

Legislative issues:  Legislative advocate Leo Boyle was unable to attend, but Don Whissen reported that there have been meetings with the new personnel in the State Dept. of Revenue Business Affairs Division regarding Titles for Kit Cars.  They conclude now that the issue will probably need new legislation rather than simply an administration policy change.  Questions that have arisen and must be answered include: (1) approximately how many kit cars are assembled each year; (2) does the manufacturer specify the year the assembled car is to replicate; (3) how is the ownership tax to be calculated; and (4) what about modern, rather than period, motors.  The precedent of street rod titles is relevant to this issue and may provide guidance.  It is emphasized that titles should identify the vehicle as a kit replica rather than the original marque.

Swap Meet:  Shirley Zaner reported on the recommendations and suggestions from the Swap Meet Committee, which include:


Use an assembly line system to register vendors at the meet;


Locate the Car Corral at the north end of the vendor area;


More actively promote the club displays and car show;


Print flyers for the car show separately;


Control vehicles in the vendor areas;


Go to a one-day (Saturday only) swap meet;


Conduct a car show separate from the swap meet.

Discussion from the floor added the following:


Move the car show, display cars (not judged) and club displays to a location at entrance to meet;


Group club displays by marque (e.g. Ford clubs together) with similar vendors;


Use a discount coupon or other means to track which ads are effective;

Coordinate with the Loveland AACA to compare costs and develop efficiencies.

The idea of going to a one-day swap meet is prompted by the fact that gate revenue on Sunday does not cover rental and other costs of that day.  A straw vote of representatives indicated willingness to make this change.  Please discuss this with your club to determine opinions so the council can make a decision. 

Denver “Cruising” Ordinance Discussions:  Frank Howard reported on the meeting of the Denver Inter-Neighborhood Council (INC) that focused on the problems associated with cruising, primarily during the Cinco de Mayo weekend along Federal Boulevard.  The INC wants Denver to copy the Westminster ordinance (which limits one vehicle to not more than three “passes” between the hours of 9 pm and 4 am), but there seemed to be more concern about vehicle noise than anything else.  The legislative committee was asked to monitor any actions that might be extended to car club tours.

Name Change:  Several additional suggestions for changing the name of the Council have been submitted.  Joe Baker asked that the board (OCCC officers) be tasked with evaluating the suggestions received and submit its conclusion to the whole council for a vote.  It was so moved by John Glusick, seconded by Mel Bacon, and the motion passed unanimously.  Changing the name will involve changing the bylaws, the incorporation with the state, bank accounts, and all correspondence.

Lost Title Legislation (Again): Harold Naber reported that the current documentation for obtaining a Colorado title for a vehicle over 25 years old is flawed.  Specifically, the form used by the state calls for issuance of a salvage title if the vehicle is not roadworthy, but the statutes say that the salvage title is to be issued for vehicles less than 6 years old.  The roadworthiness requirement is a Catch-22 situation: the new owner must apply for title within 45 days and one does not want to commence a restoration before the title is obtained.  The council authorized Harold to work with the state Dept. of Revenue to correct the ambiguities between existing statutes and the regulatory policies.  

Denver Golden Triangle Promotion:  Denver’s business community is again planning to hold a celebration of the Golden Triangle area with emphasis on the historic importance of automobile agencies in the area, but the dates are not yet set. Alan Eber asked that he be authorized to use the mailing list of OCCC representatives to publicize the event.  (The council mailing list is not used without OCCC authorization.)   A motion to authorize was made by Bacon, seconded by Eber, and passed unanimously.
