Minutes of Meeting, 3 February 2010

Held at Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver Colorado

The meeting was called to order by the president, Joe Baker at 7:30 pm.

Officers present were Joe Baker, president; Keith Hall, 1st vice president; Dick Thompson, 2ndvice president; Dick Fritz, acting secretary; and Tom Kay, treasurer.  46 clubs were represented.  Guests, new representatives, and club presidents were introduced.

Minutes of December 2009 meeting:  It was noted that due to weather conditions, there was not a quorum at the January 6th meeting and no minutes were recorded.  Minutes of the December meeting were approved as published.

Tom noted that funds from the Havana Cruise were consolidated with Colfax into the Cruise account; these funds had previously been included with the Operating Account.  Also, funds were transferred from the swap meet account to allow the Govt. Relations Account to begin 2010 with a zero balance.  Approval of the treasurer’s report was moved, seconded, and approved.
Legislative Matters:  Leo Boyle reported that a number of bill have been introduced in the current Colorado legislative session that are aimed at minimizing the late-registration-penalty associated with last year’s Senate Bill 09-108 (FASTER).  However, each of these bills has a negative fiscal note (Colorado would lose revenue) and with the current budget shortfall are not likely to succeed.  One that might gain traction is HB 10-1212: “Concerning a requirement that the Executive Director of the Dept. of Revenue promulgate rules that establish circumstances in which a vehicle owner shall be exempted form paying the late fee for late registration of a vehicle”.  

Senate Bill 10-059 would provide for an income tax checkoff for the D.A.R.E. program.  Since the OCCC promotes D.A.R.E. as a beneficiary of the cruises, it is considered appropriate for the OCCC to endorse this bill.  Accordingly, it was moved (D.Thompson), seconded (K.Hall) and approved unanimously that OCCC support SB 10-059.  No OCCC funds will be involved.
Guest Speakers:

Carmen Consalvo of the Forney Museum (303-297-1113) noted that the months of June, July, August, September, and December are available for Dust n’Shine club events. Also, the “100 years of Studebaker” exhibit will continue until the end of March, to be followed by a Hudson exhibit.

Fred Criswell of the Ms. Wheelchair Colorado Pageant and Car Show (303-393-8014) announced that the car show will be held on April 17th, noon to 3 pm, at the Westminster Senior Center, 72nd & Hooker.

Greg Akiyama (303-680-8298) distributed a sample of the Colorado Collector Car News and urged members to sign up for the free email newsletter that will feature clubs, events, and individuals in OCCC.  There was discussion about clubs committing to distribute a certain number of copies to their members without email.  This was accepted although the preferred means of distribution was by direct email to individuals.  Contact gakiyama@earthlink.net .
Leonard Avery (303-452-0728) of the Northglenn Historical Preservation Commission invited clubs to consider arranging a carshow in conjunction with the opening of a restored historic barn in Northglenn.

Clif Allbrandt of the Early Mustang Club reported on the winner of the restored Mustang raffled off as a fund raiser for the Freedom Alliance Scholarship Fund and announced that the club will restore a 1966 Mustang convertible to be raffled off in 2010.
2010 OCCC Swap Meet:  August 21st at Adams County Fairgrounds.  Reserve the date.  OCCC is working with a new director at Adams County and plans are well underway.  Roger Zaner will again be collecting worker volunteer lists, and the same committees as in 2009 are expected to continue.  

Cruises:  Havana Cruise will be on June 19th and the Colfax Cruise will be on Sept. 18th.  New club site sponsorships would be welcomed.  

Jeanne Kreps:  It was reported that Jeanne, a former secretary of OCCC, passed away on January 11, 2010.  The Council extends our condolences to Wayne.  Both Wayne, a former OCCC president, and Jeanne were active in leading OCCC activities.
Club Newsletters:  It is no longer necessary to send newsletters to the OCCC P.O.Box.
2010 Budgets:  Tom Kay presented a summary of 2009 revenue and expenditures, followed by the proposed 2010 budgets for the Operating, Government Relations, Swap Meet, and Cruise (formerly Car Show) Accounts, as formulated by the 2010 officers and event organizers.  Following discussion, adoption of the combined budgets was moved, seconded, and passed unanimously.  Printed copies of the budgets will be available at OCCC meetings.  

Dues, Assessments, and Renewals:  Due to the late approval of the budgets, renewal forms were printed with the dues and assessment schedule as carried over from 2009.  

Bill Miller presented a motion that dues be increased from $50 to $60 for all clubs.  The motion was seconded by Roger Zaner.  After discussion, it was recommended that this be carried back to all clubs for decision by their membership. The motion was tabled until the next meeting.

Addendum to Minutes: Maintaining registration of undriven vehicles:  Harold Naber has researched provisions in the Colorado Revised Statutes and provides the following procedure to avoid the late registration fee on undriven vehicles built in 1975 or earlier when the vehicle is again roadworthy and registered for road use.

1. Call Sam Baca at Colo.Motor Vehicle registration, 303-205-2943.  He will quote the current fee since the $3 annual fee is prorated and instruct you to send a copy of the title.

2. Send the title copy and payment to: Colorado Motor Vehicle Registration, ATTN: Sam Baca, Denver CO 80261-0016.

3. You will receive a sticker to place on your vehicle and proof of payment of the Specific Ownership Tax which you will need to show to the county clerk when the car is again roadworthy to prevent payment of a late registration penalty.

4. You do not need or require Specific Ownership Tax on a parts car.

5. Reference for the above are CRS 42-12-101 (2)(a), 42-12-101 (3), and 42-12-102 (2)(b)

6. The Specific Ownership Tax must be renewed each year the vehicle is out of service and cannot be driven on public roads.
