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Minutes of Meeting, 5 January 2011

Held at: Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver Colorado

The meeting was called to order by the president, Dick Thompson, at 7:35 pm.

Officers present were Dick Thompson, president; Gary Canady, 1st vice president; Mel Bacon, 2nd vice president; Dick Fritz, secretary; and Tom Kay, treasurer.  40 member clubs were represented. Roger Opfer representing the Rocky Mtn. Olds Club reported that Gary Lee, the regular rep for RMOC is ill with cancer; the council will send a card to Gary and we wish him well toward recovery.

Legislative matters:  Leo Boyle reported that that the legislature will convene on January 12th and be in session for 120 days.  The bill to consolidate and recodify regulations dealing with collector cars has been prepared, with coordination by Harold Naber, John Mack, and Keith Hall. Harold described how various sections in the current statutes are being brought together, with the intention that no new provisions be introduced.  John explained that our intent is to have concise language put in a pamphlet that collector car owners can have to answer challenges from county clerks or law enforcement officers. Note: subsequent to the meeting, an overlooked swap meet expense (club share) of $100 was corrected. 

A motion was made, seconded, and passed unanimously to zero the Govt Relations Account with $80 from the Swap Meet Account.  As a result of these two adjustments, the Net Worth as of the end of 2010 became $15133.72

Treasurer Tom Kay presented 2010 income and expenditure summaries for each of the Council accounts.  Although there was a final net loss, this was not as bad as projected and reserve funds can maintain the accounts.  Proposed budgets for 2011 were presented, using conservative numbers as changes in the swap meet and cruise operations will occur. 

It was moved and seconded to approve the Operating Account Budget.  Motion passed unanimously.

It was moved and seconded to approve the Govt. Relations Account Budget, passed unanimously.

It was moved and seconded to approve the Swap Meet Budget.  Motion passed unanimously.

It was moved and seconded to approve the Cruise Budget.  Motion passed unanimously.

Finally, it was moved and seconded to keep dues and assessments the same as in 2010.  Motion passed unanimously.  Dues and assessments are to be paid by March.  It is requested that when renewing, clubs submit the renewal form giving names and addresses of current officers to whom minutes are to be sent by USPS or by email.  

Guest speaker:  Dave Felice (former club representative and OCCC officer) requested help to collect information about auto dealers in northeast Denver for a historian who wants to publish a book on this subject. Cruise information: Dick Thompson reported that management of the Havana Cruise (June 18) is being turned over from the Havana Business Improvement District to the OCCC. We will have certain new responsibilities such as printing of programs but also the prospect of much improved sponsorship funds.  Dick also noted that the Colfax Cruise is being rescheduled to September 24 as the CU-CSU football game at Invesco Field will be played on September 17.

Scheduling of Events: Lauri Gephart still needs information from clubs regarding their 2011 events.  This information will be published on the OCCC web site, along with event flyers as they become available. Clubs are strongly advised to avoid scheduling events on the same day as other club events so that attendance will not suffer. Incidentally, the New Mexico Car Club Council has a preliminary list of 68 events in 2011.  

Council Name Change:  Bill Miller (name change committee) discussed to procedures required by our bylaws and by Colorado statutes to officially change the council’s name.  There were additional comments from the club representatives about selecting a name that identifies our emphasis on collector car clubs and activities, and counterarguments that the more generic Car Council of Colorado (as presented at the December meeting) would be more inclusive.  Following discussion, it was moved and seconded to change the proposed name of the Council from CAR COUNCIL OF COLORADO to COLLECTOR CAR COUNCIL OF COLORADO. The motion passed by majority vote of representatives present.  The proposed amendment to the bylaws was distributed.  In order to make a change to the bylaws, it was moved and seconded to submit the proposed amendment to all member clubs for a vote.  This motion passed by majority vote.  The proposed bylaws amendment is included as an attachment to these minutes and is to be voted upon at the February (or subsequent) regular meeting of the Council.  Note that absentee ballots are permitted for changes to the bylaws.  If a representative cannot attend the meeting when a bylaw change is to be voted, that representative can vote by mail.  Absentee ballots must be received by the secretary not later than two days before the meeting (in this case by January 31st). Swap Meet:  The swap meet committee, Gary Canady chairman, is continuing discussions with Front Range Airport about the coordinated event with the Air Show and Car Show on August 20th.  Final details will be presented at a later meeting.  Clubs were strongly urged to avoid scheduling events in conflict on this date.

Upcoming Meetings:  The February 2nd meeting will be held at Club Auto, 11100 W. 8th Ave., Lakewood.  This is to be Presidents’ Night, so representatives are urged to invite their club presidents.  The official meeting is to begin at 7:30 pm but Club Auto will be open at 6 pm for tours and food.  Various guest speakers will make presentations beginning at 6:30 pm.  

The April 6th meeting is scheduled to be held in Colorado Springs at the Falcon Police Station, 7850  Goddard St. (near Exit 150 from I-25).  We hope to hold the May 4th meeting somewhere north of Denver.
