Minutes of Meeting, 3 March 2010

Held at Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver Colorado

The meeting was called to order by the president, Joe Baker at 7:31 pm.

Officers present were Joe Baker, president; Keith Hall, 1st vice president; Dick Thompson, 2ndvice president; Dick Fritz, acting secretary; and Tom Kay, treasurer.  42 member clubs and 3 prospective member clubs were represented as well as one individual member.  

Legislative matters:  Leo Boyle reported that the Colorado House bills dealing with last year’s FASTER bill have passed the House and are scheduled to be heard in the Senate on Wednesday, March 10th.  These are HB10-1211 and HB10-1212.  The Senate bills on the same subject but with different emphasis (137, 004, 044, and 057) are expected to fail.

A question from the floor asked about federal action on electronic brake override throttle control that could be mandated on new cars as a consequence of the recent runaway acceleration problems.  As this is being considered on the national level by the NHTSA, we expect that SEMA will be watching it closely.

Tom reported that 18 clubs had renewed for 2010 (as of just before the meeting).  4 clubs have returned 2009 swap meet shares to support the government relations account, and the Pontiac club volunteered boosted their assessment to $5 per member.  Approval of the treasurer’s report was moved, seconded, and approved.

Guest Speakers:

Carmen Consalvo of the Forney Museum (303-297-1113) noted that the months of July, August, September, and December are still available for Dust n’Shine club events. Also, the “100 years of Studebaker” exhibit has been extended to the end of April, to be followed by a Hudson exhibit.  They will also have an exhibit of 55 motorcycles from mid March until October. Carmen also stated that some private vehicle storage is available, and that the Forney can provide  guided tours for clubs if requested.

Cody Parker of Bandimere Speedway (303-697-6001) described the programs and events held at Bandimere.  These include Wednesday Night Drags starting at 4 pm, a “run what you brung” event, which has Colorado State Patrol participation to answer questions about law enforcement. There are also a Super Chevy Show, the Ford Fest on June 27, and swap meets on May 1 and Sept.11.

Havana Cruise:  Dick Thompson described plans underway for the Havana Cruise (June 19).  There will be a committee meeting on March 19th starting at 3:30 pm at Demetries restaurant.  We need clubs to host several sites and encourage all clubs to promote the event.  Dick has offered to attend club meetings to explain and promote the cruise.

Old Business:  Motion tabled from February Meeting to raise OCCC club dues from $50 to $60 beginning this year.  Representatives reported on results from their club members.  After discussion, the question was called to a vote.  The motion was approved by majority vote.  

Name Badges:  Roger Zaner reminded reps that the OCCC will provide name badges to all representatives of clubs in good standing.   

Denver Auto Show:  (April 7 – 11) Dick Thompson reported that Club Auto has reserved a space at the Auto Show and invited OCCC to share the space.
